NEN is one of the terms for the winter solstice in Kamit. The time of the Nen includes the festival of Ausar and the 

raising of the Djed pillar. The dominant constellation at this time of the year is that of Sah (misnomered ‘Orion’). 

Ausar operates through Sah and is thus called Ausar-Sah. Auset operates through Sapadet (Sopdet/Sirius) and is thus 

called Auset Sapadet. Their son Heru is called Heru em Sapad. In Akan culture, Ausar is called Awusi, Auset is Adwoa 

and Heru is called Yaw. Sah (Orion) is called Nyenkrente while Sapadet (Sirius) is called Bediapan. There is a shift in 

energy during this time of the year which Afurakanu/Afuraitkaitnut (Africans) should be aware of and take advantage 

of - just as we take advantage of the benefits of solar heat during the day for the nourishment of our abatumm 

(melanin) and the lunar coolness at night for the rejuvenation of our body-systems.
